Unauthorised Holiday/Leave Requejt

£z you will be aware, Government Guidance advizes that schools should not authorise requests for term time
absence unless the school has received suitable evidence of exceptional circumstances. The Government does not

consider & family holiday to be an exceptional circumstance.

In the absence of suitable evidence of exceptionsl circumnstances, on this occasion the school cannot authorize your
request for a Term Time Absence. We believe that if students are to benefit from education, gocd attendance is
crucial. It is the policy of our school to celebrate achisvement, and full atbendance is a critical factor to 2 productive
and successful school caresr.

I must take this opportunity to remind you, that should you still choose to take your child out of school unauthorised,
then the school must refer the absence to the Local Authority for the considerstion of initiating Parental
Reszponszikility Measures. If you hawe Parentzl Responsibility, this could mean receiving any of the following.

* A Penalty Notice. Should a Penzlty Motice be issued, one notice will be issued to each parentjcarer for
ezch child involved. Currently, each Penalty Motice is for £150, which is reducad to £30 if paid within
the first 21 days. If a Penalty Notice goes unpaid after 28 days, then court proceedings will ke
initiated. If a previous Penzlty Motice has been issued within the past 2 years, then the Local Authority
will procesd straight to Court.

* A Magistrates Summons that could lead to a criminal record, 2 fine of up to £2,500 and/or 2 term of

impriscnment for up to 3 months.

We understand the disappointment that 2 refusal may cause, but 3z you can appreciste, thizs policy represents the

school’s responsibility and commitment towsrds ensuring your child's full and efficient education.

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FREE SCHOOL MEALS - Are you entitled to apply? M(E}z\glosl

Even though your child is entitled to universal infant free school meals in reception, year 1 and year 2, if you are eligible for
free school meals it is important that you register as soon as possible as this attracts income for the school.

CRITERIA FOR ELIGIBILITY

Your child may be able to get free school meals if you get any of the following:

Income Support

e income-based Jobseeker’'s Allowance

e income-related Employment and Support Allowance

e support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999
e the guaranteed element of Pension Credit

e Child Tax Credit (provided you're not also entitled to Working Tax Credit and have an annual gross income of no more
than £16,190)

e  Working Tax Credit run-on - paid for 4 weeks after you stop qualifying for Working Tax Credit

e Universal Credit - if you apply on or after 1 April 2018 your household income must be less than £7,400 a year (after fax
and not including any benefits you get)

Children who get paid these benefits directly, instead of through a parent or guardian, can also get free school meals.
Your child may also get free school meals if you get any of these benefits and your child is both:
